This is for young people aged 16-18 who are passionate about hair and beauty 

and want to begin a career in the industry. It is the perfect course to see if a 

career in this sector is right for them! 



 

Due to current lockdown restrictions, the course will be delivered online. 

However, once lockdown is lifted,  applicants will be required to go into 

the college which is located in Soho London W1F 7LN. 

Requirements 

• Aged 16-18 [under 19 as of the 31st of August] 

• Not currently in education, training or employment 

• Holds an in date passport, driving license or birth certificate for ID 

• Can travel to the Soho area of Central London* (after lockdown)  

*Young people will be required to go into the college for their assessments even if 

lockdown persists. 

   

The Course 

 

This course covers essential skills and knowledge to progress towards a career 

in the Beauty Therapy, Hair, Styling and Nail industries.  

 

Once the Level 1 course is completed, there is an opportunity to progress to a 

Level 2 Diploma in Beauty Therapy or a Level 2 Diploma in Hair and Media 

Make Up.

• Presenting a Professional Image in the Salon Environment

- Induction week with Street League on the 8th to 12th March.

Friday.
